Eagles present challenge to UTC 
wrestlers

American University comes in unranked but 
the wrestling Eagles could present the biggest 
challenge of the year for 7-0 University of 
Tennessee at Chattanooga. 
 
"They’re a lot like us. They’re not from a 
power conference and they get no respect," 
UTC coach Chris Bono said. "They’re a 
sleeper team." 
 
The dual meet begins at tonight at 6 at 
Maclellan Gym. 
 
While UTC is ranked 18th18th nationally, 
American has done no better than to attain 
"also receiving votes" status in the National 
Wrestling Coaches Association poll. However, 
the Eagles have three wrestlers ranked in the 
national top 20 in their respective weight 
classes. Heavyweight Adam LoPiccolo is No. 6 
at 285, Josh Glenn is No. 9 at 197 and Mike 
Cannon entered the top 20 at 165 this week 
with a No. 17 ranking. 
 
Cannon (15-3) beat ninthranked Patrick Pitsch 
of Arizona State last weekend. LoPiccolo is 
24-5 with 16 pins and Glenn is 9-1 with five 
pins The trio doesn’t match up with the Mocs’ 
strength coming with ranked wrestlers from 
125 through 149 pounds. Still, Bono feels UTC 
will be tested. 
 
"They have pinners at 197 and 285 so we have 
to win three matches we’re supposed to win and we have to have a win at 165 or heavyweight," 
Bono said. 
 
Matt Koz’s chances at heavyweight should be better than one might expect. He’s coming off two 
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wins last Sunday, one over Oregon State’s Ty Watterson, who entered that match ranked 
12th12th nationally. 
 
"Matt hasn’t wrestled in two years and it’s just now coming back to him," Bono said. "I told him 
he has to be consistent. He can’t beat the sixth-ranked guy and then lost to a guy ranked 
75th,75th75 th, but I’m expecting a real high placement out of him at the nationals." 
 
Bono will probably make a change at 165 pounds, giving T.J. Sayers the starting nod over Seth 
Garvin. 
 
"Seth and T.J. are quite close but I based my decision on Seth’s performance last week. I feel I 
have to give T.J. a shot to wrestle a nationally-ranked guy," Bono said. "Seth knows the job is on 
the line and he has really picked up his training this week. There are no secrets. The guys know 
they have to wrestle in order to compete." 
 
Sayers has a 5-3 record but this will be his first dual meet of the season. 
 
The Mocs are favored at 125 (Javier Maldonado), 133 (Matt Keller) and 141 (Michael Keefe) 
and they might be a slight favorite at 157 (Jake Yost). Maldonado is ranked 19th,19 th, Keller 
seventh, Keefe 17th17 andth Martinand 12th.Mar - tin Martin 12 th. Additionally, 174-pound 
Lloyd Rogers, the team leader with four pins, is ranked 18th.18 th. 
 
"Their 141-pounder (Kyle Borshoff) is a tough wrestler who isn’t ranked and 149 is a tossup," 
Bono said. 
 
The 149-pound match pits the Mocs’ Aaron Martin against Damien Swietek. UTC will have Josh
